JUNE SCHOLARSHIP NEWSLETTER

DEADLINES BETWEEN: June 30" & September 1%, 2024

1) Automotive Hall of Fame Scholarships - $5,000 — 4 Awards (Deadline: June 30, 2024)

To be eligible for the scholarship a student must:
A) Be accepted at an accredited college, university, or trade school within the United States.
B) Be a United States citizen or in the United States on a Student Visa and have a 3.0 GPA or higher.

2) Constitutional Study and Scholarship Program - $10,000 — 39 Awards (Deadline: June 30, 2024)
