Applicants must either be high school Seniors 

or college students in their Freshman, Sophomore or Junior year AND pursuing a degree in any area 

of Agriculture at a 4-year university or a 2-year community college. 

The scholarship will be in the amount of $1000, payable upon receipt of “proof of enrollment” at the 

college the applicant is enrolled in for the Fall of 2025.
